Leakage: New pipe laid with rubber gasketed joints shall,
if the workmanship is satisfactory, have little or no leakage at
the joints. The amount of leakage at the joints shall not exceed

comsidered unsatisfactory and necessary repairs made. The
amount of allowable leakage specified above may be increased
by 1 fl oz per in. valve diameter per hr.
